Technical Cooperation involves dispatching of experts,
provision of necessary equipment and training personnel
from developing countries in Japan and other countries.

ODA Loans

ODA Loans support developing countries by providing Low-
interest, long-term concessional loans to finance their
development efforts. ODA loans, which require repayment,
underpin developing countries' ownership in the process.

Grant Aid is the provision of funds to developing countries
which have low income levels, without the obligation of
repayment. Grant aid is used for improving basic
infrastructure such as schools, hospitals, water-supply

facilities and roads.

Cooperation through Citizen Participation

JOCV/SV Japan Overseas Cooperation Volunteers/Senior Volunteers
Volunteer programs support activities by citizens who wish
to cooperate in the economic and social development as
well as the reconstruction of developing countries.

JICA Partnership Program (JPP)
JPP is a technical cooperation program to contribute to
the social and economic development of developing
countries at the grass-roots level in collaboration with
"Partners in Japan" including NGOs.

History of JICA’s Cooperation in Solomon Islands

JICA’s assistance to Solomon Islands started in 1978. The first cooperation were two Grand Aid Projects as well as dispatching of JOCVs
in Auki Fisheries. Since then, JICA extended its assistance in the sum of over 39 billion Japanese Yen.
