Currently, the area has MRT Bang Sue Station and Kamphaeng Phet Station (Blue Line], Mo Chit
Station [BTS), and in near future, Bang Sue Grand Station (SRT Red Line). Being located at the future transport hub in Bangkok, the
area has a high potential for urban development.
