*  Municipalities in Sub-Saharan Africa and Oceania
struggle to with MSW collection rates, less than

60%

* In Asia, Latin America and the Caribbean region,
cities are managing to collect MSW and transport
it to transfer stations, recovery facilities or disposal
facilities (70-85%,) but reaching a basic level of
environmental control of those facilities is still
difficult (25-59%).

* In Central and Southern Asia, the gap collection
rate - controlled management is bigger than in
other regions, implying that many cities still
mainly rely on open dumpsites.

* Challenges faced by those cities are lack of
financial and technical resources to properly
maintain and operate the facilities.
