JICA's Strategy in Response to HIV/AIDS

With full respect for the each developing country's ownership, JICA works with them to
respond to priority issues to be resolved related to HIV/AIDS based on the strategy below.

Targets

JICA supports the developing countries' efforts to
strengthen the comprehensive and integrated health
systems to minimize the spread of HIV infection and to
improve the quality of life of people living with HIV and their
families. JICA contributes to establishing a society in which
people can live without fear from the threat of HIV/AIDS and
in which those who are infected or affected by HIV/AIDS can
receive necessary medical and other care services.

Approaches

To expand support as part of comprehensive response to
HIV prevention, treatment and care integrated into public
health system, emphasizing prevention to protect people
against infection

To approach both “government (national and local)” level
and “local community and people” level to support
sustainable response to HIV/AIDS

To facilitate the process of Capacity Development in human
resource development, organization strengthening, and
institution building to ensure that MDGs will be achieved and
outcomes will be sustained for the long-term period

To formulate cooperation plans through dialogue with each
developing country to fit with the national strategy and to
ensure the ownership

To have greater impact through partnerships with
international organizations, bilateral donors, and
international and local NGOs

To expand support on HIV/AIDS linking other programs in
health sector, as well as intending response to HIV/AIDS in
support of other sectors in the perspective, such as poverty
reduction, community development, education, agriculture
and social insurance.

Activity Areas

The top priority area is “Prevention” and “HIV Testing (VCT and providers-
initiated CT)". Although these specific priorities are highlighted,
cooperation strategies in each country are developed to meet the real
needs based on the HIV/AIDS epidemics and progress of HIV/AIDS
response in the country.
Acceleration of effective and proven HIV prevention program
(condom promotion, preventive education/BCC, PMTCT, blood safety,
STl control, specific approaches to key population such as youth)
Integration of prevention, treatment and care through expansion
and strengthening of quality VCT service (support providers-
initiated testing and counseling according to each country's

national policy and situation)
Support to establish ART system to provide quality clinical care to PLWHA

(diagnosis, laboratory quality assurance, adherence monitoring, TB/HIV etc.)
Empowering community in the field of care and support for PLWHA and the families
Strengthening basic health system to sustain HIV/AIDS program

JOCVs for HIV/AIDS program (Japan Overseas Cooperation Volunteers)

JICA annually recruits Japanese youths for HIV/AIDS program and dispatch them to local governments, local NGOs, schools, youth centers and so

on. JOCVs are working with people in developing countries to improve HIV/AIDS program management and implementation.

More than 100 JOCVs are working in more than 30 countries especially for HIV prevention, care and support, and program management.
