Ms. Junko Watanabe, a short-term expert on neonatal care of the IINeoC project provided
technical assistance to nurses at Kompong Cham Hospital by using the Nursing Manual for
Neonatal Care Unit handbook.

Kampong Cham hospital has approximately 5,000 deliveries and 2,000 neonatal ward
admissions per year.

This time, five core staff of the neonatal ward were selected to attend the training. The
series of training was conducted as follows: 1. Hand Washing, 2. Administration of
Intravenous (V) Fluid, 3. Continuous Positive Airway Pressure (CPAP*) care, 4. Insertion of
Nasogastric Tube, and 5. Cleaning Medical Equipment.
