The DFP Regulation targets soy, beef, palm oil, wood, cocoa and
coffee, and some of their derived products, including leather,
chocolate, paper and pulp, as well as furniture

The Commission anticipates the DFP Regulation will come into force
by 2023, with large companies thereafter given a 12-month grace
period to comply and SMEs a 24-month grace period.
