On May 6™, 2021 JICA lINeoC project and National Maternal Child Health Center conducted
online training on “Premature and low birth weight newborn resuscitation in case of
delivery from the mother with Covid-19 positive”. The health facilities in Cambodia are now
facing numerous problems due to the spread of community infections of COVID 19.

At the beginning of the training, Dr. Ilkuma NOZAKI chief advisor of the IINeoC project gave
a presentation on “Evidence on the management of infants at risk for COVID 19” according
to the global guidance made by WHO, US CDC (Centers for Disease Control and Prevention),
and American Academy of Pediatrics, showing evidence and case on how to take care of
newborns during and post-delivery.

Dr. Seang Sody, Chief of Neonatal Care Unit, NMCHC reported the current situation of the
hospital and explained that the treatment of a newborn from a mother with covid-19
positive is the same as the treatment of newborn of normal delivery; therefore they
practice the same procedures from the INC (immediate newborn care) Training under the
implementation of infection prevention control measures. After each report, Dr. Nozaki
answered questions from the NMCHC staff, and also discussed future countermeasures
such as patient/staff flow at the hospital.
