After a certain period of time, seed cows are scheduled to be
revolved to the second group of the Interest Group.

Prior to the delivery, training was given at the four villages for
animal health care, vaccination, etc. in close collaboration with an
extension officer from Dien Bien Dong and a PMU member of Dien
Bien District. Such collaborations with District and Commune
offices will be essential for providing timely countermeasures when
abnormalities are observed in daily monitoring of the health

conditions of animals.
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
