L. Outline of this sector

7 < South-South triangular Cooperation is the
support provided by developing countries
whose development has advanced in certain
fields to the development efforts of other
developing countries.

Egypt's central geographical location
renders her active and on-going involvement
indispensable for establishing peace and
stability in the Middle East and African
region. Recognizing its influential position in
this region, Egypt has fostered South-South
triangular Cooperation to African partners
especially through the “Egyptian Fund for
Technical Cooperation with Africa” and to the
Middle East counterparts through various
channels.

Japan recognises the empirical value of such
regional schemes and supports the triangular
cooperation among the developed and devel-
oping countries of the global north and global
south as well as other international organisa-
tions.

II. JICA Policy

The development of the peace process in the Middle East such as in Iraq and Palestine is of paramount interest
for Japan both on the national and international level. Internationally, Japan’s global role and responsibility as
a prominent member of the international community and on the national level, Japan relies on the Middle East
countries for their supply of oil and natural gas resources. Japan will therefore continue the support for SSC
and enhance triangular cooperation in the field of human capacity development in the region.

During the second round of the Tokyo International Conference on African Development (TICAD-II), the govern-
ments of Egypt and Japan signed the "Japan-Egypt Triangular Technical Cooperation Programme for the
promotion of South-South Cooperation in Africa". As part of the follow-up for TICAD, and its assistance to
Sub-Sahara African countries, JICA will provide continuous support to the Egyptian SSC, such as the Third
Country Training Program (TCTP) with increased attention to the enhancement of cooperative relationships
among the Nile Basin Countries and with more emphasis on the fields of agriculture and heaith/medical care

III. Programme/Projects

South -South Triangular cooperation projects for the Middle East address immediate needs for post-conflict
reconstruction to improve basic life lines such as “Quality Management for Health Care Facilities for Palestin-
ians,” “Electricity Training for Iraqis” and “Water Resources Management for Iragis.” The efficiency of this
programme has proved to overcome language challenges and served as an intermediate step for beneficiary
countries which start to open up to external support after years of closure.

Meanwhile, the cooperation with Africa follows TICAD as the guide to TCTP, For instance, TICAD initiative led
to retrieving the “Rice Cultivation Course” whilst the training on the “Quality Management of the Concurrent
Infections of TB/HIV” was created within the framework of recommendations of the TICAD. Thus, TICAD
provides a vibrant forum for mobilizing resources and matching with needs, which contributes to the effective-

ness of the programme.
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
