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The Environmental Sector in Egypt is facing
several challenges. The Government of Egypt
has, hence, set up a number of multidimen-
sional initiatives to address these challenges
on all fronts. In addition, The Ministry of State
for Environmental Affairs has been keen to
integrate the environmental aspects into the
State’s policies and national development
plans, for the sake of the conservation of the
natural resources from consumption or
poliution. The Ministry has also focused on
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expertise in well-functioning environmental management
systems to the different sectors and industries.
