JICA Volunteer generally spend 2 years in
developing countries, living and working
together with the local people.

The dispatch of JICA Volunteer to Egypt
started in September 1996. As of the end of
January 2012, 203 JOCVs and 33 SVs were
dispatched in Egypt. Currently, there are 30
volunteers working across Egypt.
