JICA’s Volunteer Program

JICA’s Volunteer Program was inaugurated in 1965 to provide official technical assistance at grassroots level. The program
dispatches cager Japanese citizens who wish to participate in assisting developing countries and also have the adequate
skills, knowledge and experience to meet the needs of their assigned organizations.

Since 1965, more than fifty thousand JICA volunteers have worked alongside local communities in 96 countries. JICA
volunteers live and work at grassroots level, speaking same language as the local communities and carrying out activities
with an emphasis on fostering self-reliance for sustainable change. Volunteers are generally dispatched for two-years, in
various fields ranging from education, health care, agriculture, social welfare, sports and so on.

In Sudan, JICA Volunteer Program was introduced in 1990 with a dispatch of short term JOCV Japan Overseas
Cooperation Volunteer and re-started in 2009. Since that time, over eighty volunteers have been dispatched to
governmental organization and non-governmental organization in various sectors. The volunteers become members of the
communities they are working with and transfer their experience, knowledge and technique through demonstrations,
guidance and practical training in diverse fields as mentioned below.
