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KCCP: Knowledge Co-Creation Program (Training Program)

Implementation methods of JICA’s Technical Cooperation can be divided into two approaches. One is overseas
cooperation by dispatching experts in various development sectors to developing countries; the other is domestic
cooperation by inviting participants from developing countries to Japan. The latter is the Knowledge Co-
Creation Program (KCCP) , formerly called a Training Program.

By inviting participants to Japan, the KCCP provides technical knowledge and practical solutions for
development issues in participating countries. To learn and understand Japan’s knowledge, skills, and experience,
it is often required that on-site experience concerning Japan’s institutional know-how is put into practice, as well
as the background underlying Japan’s social system. Among the courses of the KCCP, in which participants are
from several countries, give opportunities to participants to examine a variety of issues not only from the
perspectives of Japan and their own countries, but also from multifaceted viewpoints of all participating
countries by exchanging their information and opinions.

The goal of the KCCP is to contribute to solving development issues from the multifaceted perspectives;
meanwhile, the program also has achieved many other benefits for Japanese society. For instance, private-sector
and public organizations in Japan can obtain direct information about the developing countries and build
relationships that would lead expansion of their overseas operations.

Knowledge Co-Creation Program for Sudan:

JICA Sudan invites competent personnel from Sudan, who are engaged in social and economic development in
Sudan, to Japan. Over 1,000 Sudanese have participated in the KCCP and have acquired the knowledge and the
technologies needed in Sudan. The majority of the participants are affiliated with a governmental or public
organization, while the number of the participants from non-governmental organizations (NGOs) has been
recently increasing,

Through mutual consultation with the government of Sudan, the KCCP in Sudan is covering the fields of basic
development issues in Sudan such as agriculture, water supply, health, vocational training, environmental, and
other varieties of important sectors. In 2016 JFY, 83 Sudanese officials for 62 varieties courses participated in
KCCP in Japan.
