Project Summary:

In Sudan, vocational training has been recognized as a strategic tool to realize human resources development and economic

growth through promotion of employment, which are set as national priorities based on a number of existing development
policies of Sudan. However, the vocational training sector still lacks clear and comprehensive policies and strategies at the
national level. This has resulted in delay in implementing key activities under the relevant national plans and has also caused
challenges at the Vocational Training Centers (VICs) such as outdated curricula, insufficient facilities and equipment, lack of
administrative and management skills, lack of training skills of trainers, low participation rates particularly for women and
disadvantaged groups and the lack of technical and sector specific skills which are needed to meet the labor market needs and
social needs.

In order to overcome these challenges, JICA has implemented the technical cooperation project entitled “Strengthening
Vocational Training System of State Vocational Training Center”. JICA and Supreme Council for Vocational Training and
Apprenticeship (SCVTA) work together under this project to solve the challenges that facing the state VI'Cs through developing
an improved vocational training system which include introduction of management guideline and enhancing technical guidance
from SCVTA and technical capacity of the target VICs. After implementation of the system at the target VICs including
Kassala VI'C and Kosti VT'C, the system is expected to be standardized for other public VTCs.

Expected Impact:

This project aims to contribute to the social and economic development by improving vocational training system through
strengthening the function of SCVTA to provide technical support for State VICs, strengthening function of state government
to administratively support the state VICs, and strengthening the ability to operate and manage the vocational training at Kosti
and Kassala VTCs through the technical support from SCVTA and the administrative support from the state government.
