ON AMENDMENTS TO THE CRIMINAL CODE 

 
Article 13.15. Insult 

 
1. Denigration of dignity and honor of another person shall be 
punishable by a fine in the amount equivalent to 450 units to 1,300 
units in tugrugs; or community service of 240 to 720 hours; or 
restriction of movements for 1 to 6 months. 

 



 

 
 
 

 
-In regard to the Convention against Torture 

and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading 
Treatment or Punishment, the UN 
Subcommittee on the Prevention of Torture 
advised Mongolia to “Conform the definition 
of torture in Article 21.12 of the Criminal 
Code with Article 1 of the Convention 
Against Torture, “Punishing him for an act he 
or a third person has committed or is suspected 
of having committed, or intimidating or 
coercing him or a third person, or for any 
reason based on discrimination of any kind”. 



 

 
 
 
 
 

 
Legislation is needed for some crimes 

against liberty that are defined in Article 13 
of the Criminal Code of Mongolia, such as 
insult and forced marriage. Some crimes 
against the rights of individuals and political 
rights and the freedom that are defined in Article 
14 such as discrimination, need expansion of 
the nature of crime and conformity with the 
international conventions.
