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The Wrap-up Ceremony for In-Service Training under cooperation between the Ministry of Health and JICA was held on 3rd
December 2024 at Calmette hospital. 24 nursing managers from 12 national hospitals in Cambodia successfully completed
the 8 courses, which were led by the Ministry of Health and supported by JICA's technical cooperation project,
"Strengthening In-Service Training System in Cambodia."

This training, conducted from 5th September to 1st November, aimed to strengthen nursing leadership and improve the
quality of care in Cambodia. Over the past eight weeks, the participants have addressed crucial topics such as nursing
management and leadership, quality improvement and patient safety, nursing ethics, communication, nursing informatics,
nursing research, basic nursing skills, and nursing process application.

During the ceremony, a representative of participants from each hospital presented current activities and outlined the
future training plans at their facilities. H.E. Prof. IM Sethikar, Asst. Prof. TOUCH Sokneang and Asst. Prof. KOY Virya from the
Ministry of Health encouraged them to apply the newly acquired knowledge in daily practice, share it with their teams, and
lead by example.

Looking ahead, the Ministry of Health, in collaboration with the JICA project, will implement programs in the target
provinces of Kampong Cham and Battambang, driving continued improvement in nursing care quality across Cambodia.
